Å Our process here is to analyze trend data, break the data down 

into a group of students over time, compare ourselves to other 

schools.   

 

Å Looking at data over time with the same students can tell us if 

our curriculum is truly aligned to the state standards.   

 

Å Using local assessments at least three times throughout the school 

year also gives us data/information to make curricular or 

intervention changes in a more timely manner than just waiting 

for ISAT/PSAE results.

 Safe Harbor Explanation 
ÅFor example, what does Tri-C that is achieving 51.1% 

meets & exceeds for this subgroup this year need to 

achieve next year in order to make the safe harbor target? 

Step ONE: (100 ï 51.1) = 48.9% (performance gap) 

Step TWO: (10% * 48.9) = 4.89% 

Step THREE: 51.1% + 4.89 % = 55.99% 

Safe Harbor Target = 56% 

 

ÅIf Tri-C makes at least 56% meets & exceeds, we are 

making AYP in this subgroup under safe harbor even 

though we did not achieve the mandated 85% for 2011 in 

this subgroup. Safe harbor, in other words, gives credit for 

improvement .

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Important distinction between ISAT and PSAE results 

The National Center for Education Statistics defines the two types of 
tests with the following delineations: 

 

Å Criterion -referenced:  A standardized test that is aligned with a 
states academic standards and thus intended primarily to measure 
students performance with respect to those standards rather than 
to the performance of their peers nationally.  (ISAT) 

 

Å Norm-referenced:  A standardized test designed primarily to 
compare the performance of students with that of their peers 
nationally.  Such tests do not generally measure how students 
perform in relation to a states own academic standards. (PSAE) 

 

Å Thus, it is difficult for us to use ISAT results to determine PSAE 
results. The two assessments have completely different purposes 
but are used by the state in the same manner.
