
Classroom Rules: These rules should be followed at all times.

1. Be respectful of school property, others, and yourself 

2. Follow all directions the first time they are given

3. Be responsible for yourself

4. Keep hands, feet, and objects to yourself

5. No fighting or bullying

If an individual student breaks the rules, the following order of consequences will be followed.  I reserve the right to skip any of the consequences based on severity of the action.

1. Verbal warning

2. Card will be moved from green to yellow, 5 minute isolation at end of the day recess/free time

3. Card will be moved from yellow to red, student will complete a behavior sheet and conference with me during end of day recess/free time, a note will be sent home

4. A phone call will be made to parents

5. Student will be sent to the principal’s office 

​If a student does not have to change his or her card colors the entire week, a treat will be given at the end of the week.  I will keep track each week and if a student does not change his or her color for the entire month, he or she will be eligible to receive a prize from the treasure chest.
The entire class has a system for positive behavior as well.  We will be using the marble jar system in the classroom. For every positive or responsible behavior exhibited by the whole class, a point will be added.  Points will be added for individual students doing positive things, as well. If a negative situation occurs, points will be taken away.  When the class reaches a predetermined number, the students will vote on a reward.  

Schedule:  We will be doing reading, language arts, spelling, handwriting, and science/social studies in the morning.  After lunch, we will work on math.

Snack: Each day we will have snack. The students may bring their own snack.  However, if you prefer, I will have snacks for sale in class each day for $0.25 a piece.  We would like the students to try to bring more healthy snacks.

Birthdays/Parties:  Birthdays are always wonderful to celebrate at school.  If you would like to celebrate your child’s birthday by sending a treat, please contact me in advance if possible.  Treats must be prepackaged, from a grocery store.  This is a requirement for health reasons.  The same rules apply for any holiday parties. 

The students are not allowed to pass out birthday party invitations at school. However, if you would like your child to be added to the class roster, for the purpose of contact in such a situation, please fill out and return the attached form.  I will compile the names and send home a roster with each child.
Homework: Homework is a very important part of your child’s learning.  Homework also helps you as the parent/guardian to be kept up to date with what your child is learning at school. 

I expect all homework to be completed and turned in the following day, unless otherwise noted.  I will follow the school handbook regarding absences and make up work.  If a child chooses not complete his/her homework, the work will be made up during the student’s recess or free time for the day.  If homework is constantly missing, a phone call will be made to the parents/guardians. 

 Homework may not be assigned every night, but it will be assigned most nights.  I will generally assign only one subject a night, but that comes with an agreement that the student must study spelling and vocabulary each night as well.

Folders:   Your child will have a “take home” folder.  This folder will be taken home every night with work from the day, important messages/letters, permission slips, etc.. Please check these folders daily as time sensitive materials may be included.  Any notes to myself, and homework should be put in this folder and sent back to school.

​Webpage: There will be a class webpage available for student and parent use.  Important information and reminders will be added to the website just in case there is a problem with papers making it home.  Homework will be updated online, but it could always change, so please check student planners as well.  There will also be a link to my email for your convenience.

Newsletter/Weekly Review: I will be sending home a weekly newsletter every Friday to help share with you what we have been learning and will be learning in class.  Also, I will be sending home weekly reviews of how your child is doing in class.  I have attached an example of each so you will know what to look for.
Student Planners:  Each child will receive a student planner.  It will be filled in each day before the students leave.  Please check planners each night and sign when all homework is complete. I will check each morning for parent signatures.  If a student does not have a parent/guardian signature it will result in a change of color of behavior card.

Parent Volunteers: It is always wonderful to have volunteers come in and work with the students and teachers.  If this might be something you are interested in please let myself or the office know.
