Question and Answer; Similar and Different in line structure of songs; Name phrases with letters; Rondo (abacada)
Literature


Approximately 70 songs – 20 of which to be memorized with words, rhythmic and melodic syllables and hand signs

Listening


Identify new meters; Identify new rhythm patterns; Identify different Tonics of scales; Identify chords and chord structures; Identify instruments within an orchestra
