ASSESSMENT CRITERIA IN MUSIC
Expectations in Class

· Active Participation with singing and body movements

· Listening to and following teacher instructions

· Hands and feet to self

· Respectful of others, and musical instruments

The following rubrics are used in music class to assess student progress. These are basic rubrics and are adapted to songs, games and concepts used in the music classroom. All assessments are completed by the teacher about students, and some are completed by students about other students or student groups, and some by students about themselves. Individual student grades are based on meeting the expectations above and the results of rubric assessment below.
Pitch Matching (in Echo Singing)

4 – Echoes in head voice with correct pitches


3 – Echoes in head voice with incorrect pitches


2 – Echoes in chest voice with incorrect pitches


1 – Does not respond

Pitch Matching (non-echo)

4 – Sings correct pitches


3 – Sings 75% of correct pitches


2 – Does not sing correct pitches


1 – Does not respond

Pitch Recognition

5 – Performs accurate pitches with corresponding hand sign

4 – Performs accurate pitches with inaccurate hand signs

3 – Performs inaccurate pitches but accurate hand signs

2 – Performs inaccurate pitches and inaccurate hand signs

1 – Does not respond

Independent Singing

5 – Sings melody with correct pitch and rhythm

4 – Signs melody with head voice, but does not accurately sing all pitches

3 – Sings correct intervals but in a different key

2 – Sings incorrect melody using chest voice

1 – Does not respond

Steady Beat


4 – Plays steady beat


3 – Plays steady beat 85% of the time


2 – Does not play steady beat


1 – Does not respond

Rhythm Reading


4 – Reads rhythm pattern accurately while maintaining a steady beat


3 – Reads rhythm pattern accurately but not to a steady beat


2 – Does not read rhythm pattern accurately


1 – Does not or is not able to respond without assistance
Rhythm Writing

5 – Writes rhythm quickly and correctly without hesitation

4 – Writes rhythm correctly with some hesitation

3 – Writes rhythm correctly after several tries

2 – Writes part of the rhythm correctly 

1 – Is not able to write the rhythm
