Prior to his death in 1998, Paul E. Hill, a CHS graduate, established the Paul E. Hill and Julia Mercer Hill Foundation.  During his career Mr. Hill served as High Commander of the Navy for 25 years, working at the Pentagon and a Johns Hopkins University.  He then sold New York Life Insurance for 25 years before retiring in 1970 to his home here in Carterville.  Mr. Hill’s father, Frank Hill, operated the Hill Funeral Home in Carterville for many years at its location on South Division Street.  This generous gift, according to Mr. Hill’s will, is to provide scholarships for students who will attend JALC for 2 years after graduation from Carterville High School.  Scholarship recipients will be selected based on demonstrated ability, drive, and commitment to complete a 2 or 4-year college course.  Consideration will be given to those students who exhibit need in order to achieve this goal.

Eligible students may obtain an application from a guidance counselor, Mrs. Hawkins or Mrs. Robinson or online on the Carterville High School website.  The application explains in detail the candidates’ qualifications along with specific information regarding the scholarships.

This is an extraordinary opportunity for CHS graduates.  Completed applications should be returned to Mrs. Hawkins or Mrs. Robinson by March 31, 2008.  The advisory committee will meet, interview, and select the scholarship recipients.
