Medication Administration

The Board of Education shall not be responsible for the diagnosis and/or treatment of student illness.  The Board of Education recognizes that the administration of medication to students during the school day may be necessary when failure to do so may jeopardize the health of the student or the student would not be able to attend school if the medication were not made available during school hours. 

Parent(s)/Guardian(s) may authorize their child to self administer a medication once a “Self Administration Authorization” form is completed and on file with the office.  All students should keep medication in the office with the exception of students who require administration of an emergency medication may have such medication in their possession upon written authorization of their parent(s)/guardian(s).  No student is allowed to provide or sell any type of over the counter medication to another student.
Parents should assume the responsibility of reporting to school authorities any health condition that may need special medical attention.  Students who self administer acetaminophen or other medication with parental consent should notify the classroom teacher, so he/she is aware that the student is under the influence of medication in the event of an emergency.
