COURSE DESCRIPTION:

· Students may audition for QUAD State Choral Festival on Friday, September 23rd 
· Students may audition for IMEA District Music Festival (including freshmen) on Mon, Oct 10th 

· Members of Chorus will perform in the Holiday Concert on Thursday December 8th  at 7 PM in the HS Auditorium

· Members of Chorus will have opportunities to work in small and large ensembles as well as in solo performances for Solo and Ensemble Contest in March
· Members of Chorus will be performing in the Spring Musical on March 29, 30, & 31
· Members of Chorus will perform in the Spring Choir Concert on Tuesday May 8th at 7:00PM in the HS Auditorium

Each member will be instructed and assessed in areas of Music Theory, History, Rhythm, and Tonality. This year’s curriculum includes demonstration of the following by each student:

1) Solfege:
a.  to sing a Major and all 3 Minor scales, both up and down, alone in class
b. to sing Major, minor, Augmented, and diminished triads

2) Basic Theory: Writing out the Grand Staff and identifying the major elements of the staff including:

a. Treble & Bass Clefs

b. Time Signature

c. Note Names and placement using whole notes

3) Basic Aural Skills: Writing out rhythms when listening to samples played, using whole, half, quarter, eighth and sixteenth notes and rests

4) Basic Sight-Singing: Sight Reading 4 measures of music to include accurate: Pitch, Rhythm, Solfege & Dynamics

5) Scheduled Part Checks: Members will be asked to sing their parts individually periodically throughout the year and be assessed on Pitch, Rhythm, Musicality, Enunciation, and Vocal Technique of the excerpt chosen.

6) Written Assignments:  Members will turn in written assignments throughout the semester on a given musical subject.  These assignments will be used as a tool for deeper understanding of the musical topic.
COURSE POLICIES:
1. As music is a performing art, chorus members will have minimal outside homework except for scheduled performances and the opportunities offered after school for practice to perfect the performances.

The Spring Musical will be the exception, as evening practices are a necessity.

2. Advanced Choir has been chosen by audition. The Advanced Choir members will be expected to:

a)Audition for QUAD State Choral Festival (CD Recorded Audition)  Friday, Sept 25th and if selected participate in the Quad State Choral Festival at Murray State University on Sunday Oct. 30th  and Monday, Oct. 31st  (Cost of Audition is free; cost of attending Festival is paid by the school)

b) Complete the Musical Theater Research Project and Report

b) Perform for Homecoming Coronation & rehearse as needed toward performance (Oct 8)

c) Audition for IMEA District Music Festival, Mon., Oct. 10, and if selected participate in IMEA District Festival at SIU-C on Sat., Nov. 5th (Cost of audition is paid by student; cost of attending District Festival is paid by the school.)

d) Be part of the Choir for WSIL-TV taping at Christmas time

e) Perform for the Carterville Christmas Celebration at the Civic Center – Sunday, December 4th 
e) Perform for the Sr. Citizen’s Valentine’s Banquet

f) Have Special Performance for both the Christmas and Spring Concerts

g) Attend the Baccalaureate service to perform with Seniors
3.  Grading procedures will be based on:

a. Classroom Participation – 25% per semester
b. Written and Oral Assessments – 25% per semester
c. Teamwork/Attitude –  15% per semester
d. Concert Participation – 35% per semester (in lieu of a written exams)
If student misses the concert, a written exam will be given to make up the missed performance.

Extra Credit - 20 points per semester is available. This would include I.M.E.A., Quad State, and IHSA Solo and Ensemble Contest small ensembles and soloists, as they would require practice and performance outside of school time.

Letter Grade Assignments are as explained in the student handbook (pg. 35)

4. Attendance and tardies will be kept in accordance with school policy.
Student will receive 0 points if obtains 15 or more absences per quarter without a doctor’s excuse. If the student has a doctor’s written excuse for prolonged absence, a make-up report will be required. The length of the report will be determined by the length of the absence. The topic will be assigned by the teacher.
