Course Description:  The first semester of pre-calculus covers linear, quadratic, polynomial, and inequality functions, logarithms, and analytic geometry.  The second semester covers trigonometric functions, equations, and applications, triangle trigonometry, trigonometric addition formulas, and complex numbers.  Extensive ACT prep will also occur in the second semester.  
Supplies needed daily: Textbook, 3 ring binder with loose leaf paper, graphing calculator(TI-83+ or higher), planner, and pencil or pen.  These items will not be loaned out!  Failure to bring these will result in a detention.

Figuring Grades:  Homework, quizzes (announced and unannounced), tests, notebooks, projects, and class participation will make up your grade.

All tests will be worth 100 points apiece.  All notebook grades will be worth 30 points.  Point totals for homework and quizzes will vary depending upon the number of problems.  Semester exams will be worth 20% of your grade.  To figure grades, I will add up all of your points and divide by the total possible points.  The resulting decimal will be multiplied by 100 to get your percentage.  

Test Taking Policy:  If you talk to another student before you are finished taking your test, then you will receive a zero.  If you talk after you have turned in your test but everyone is not finished, then 20% will be taken off of your test grade.  Bring something to work on, read, or sleep after an exam.

End-Of-Class Dismissal:  Once the dismissal bell rings, all students are expected to wait for me to dismiss the class.  I promise I will not keep you for more than a few seconds when this situation occurs.  Every student is expected to leave the classroom in an orderly fashion.

Hall Passes:  Hall passes are not a right.  Bathroom needs, water, and telephone use should be taken care of between hours.  Seeing other teachers or office personnel will be allowed only after homework has been assigned or at the end of the hour.  Your planner will be your hall pass.

Academic Dishonesty:  All students are expected to complete their own homework and notes.  Failure to do so will lead to consequences, not limited to but including ACR and a zero.

Exams:  All tests will be announced approximately a week before the test.  At least one review day will be scheduled before the test.  If a student is absent on review day, the student will be expected to take the test as scheduled.  The only situation in which taking a test will be postponed is if a student has been absent for a long period of time and has missed material.  In this case, arrangements will be made with me.  Make-up tests will be completed during study hall or before or after school.  Class time will not be used to make up an exam.
Handbook Policies:  My policies on make-up work, late homework, unexcused absences, attendance, and tardies are in compliance with the school handbook and can be found in your planner. As stated in the planner, if you are absent more than 10 times in a semester, a doctor’s note is required for your absence to be excused and the opportunity for make-up work to be completed for 100% credit.  Without a doctor’s note, the absence will be considered unexcused.  This policy will be strictly enforced! 
Assignments & Tests:  As stated in the handbook, assignments must be turned in and tests taken if a student is present during any part of the school day.  For example, missing a test in the morning must be made up the same day if you return to school in the afternoon.  Failure to do so will result in late work credit.
