Required materials: 

Everyday: You will bring a notebook, textbook, and a pen or pencil.

Lab days:  You will bring a lab book and safety goggles(can be purchased in office).

Course Description:

Biology II is the study of human anatomy and physiology. This course is designed for students aspiring to work in various health care fields.  Students will learn topics such as medical terminology and will also become familiar with body systems in detail.  Various dissections will be completed in this class

Classroom management:

I look forward to having you in my class this year. Science is a very exciting subject and can be a very enjoyable learning process if the learning environment is done well.  I want to help you learn to the best of your ability, and I need you to help maintain the proper environment for the rest of your fellow classmates. The school has many expectations for the student, and these expectations are laid out clearly in the CHS handbook.  I encourage all parents and students to read and understand the handbook because it will be enforced in my classroom.  The following topics are of extra emphasis in my classroom.


Rules for Mr. Davis’s Classroom:

1. Respect the teacher and your fellow students--Respect is of utmost importance in my classroom.  I respect the students, and do my best to show them this respect at all times, and I expect the same in return.  In addition to respecting me, students are required to show respect to their fellow students and to property that is not their own.  
2. Be in your seat when the bell rings
3. Bring all required materials to class
4. Raise your hand before speaking
5. Respect the property of the room—My classroom is a science lab with many potentially dangerous articles in addition to live animals.  You will stay out of the cabinets and away from the air conditioner. 

6. Follow any other procedures that are set up by the teacher or school   

Consequences will be set up following the student handbook and can consist of:


Verbal warnings


Detentions


Removal from the classroom

Classroom procedures:

1. Beginning of class:

a. You will enter the room quietly and be in your correct seat when the bell rings

b. Often there will be bell work on the board or projector for you to work upon. 

2. Throughout class-time:

a. You will be expected to bring a writing utensil, paper, and your book to class. Not doing so can result in detentions.

b. Throughout the class period, you will respect me and your neighbors and work quietly

c. Often we will work in assigned groups

d. You will also be expected to take notes when we are learning in class

e. You will raise your hand with a question or comment

3. End of class:

a. Class ends when I dismiss you, not the bell

b. When the bell rings, pay attention to me and stay in your seats

c. 7th hour students will place their stools on their desk after dismissal

d. You will leave the classroom quietly, while keeping your hands to yourself

4. Passes to leave class:

a. You will have your own planner if you expect to leave my class

b. You will have 5 passes per quarter 
c. If you exceed your allotted limit or do not have your own planner, you will receive a detention

5. Homework—Homework in science class is not a rarity; it is to be expected.  Students will have daily assignments, and they can expect to bring their books home on a regular basis.  Many homework assignments will involve reading the next section and taking notes and completing the section review.  Homework can be checked at any time for homework grades.  Students will also be responsible for in-class notes that I will give during my lectures. I feel that preparing the notes at home prior to my lectures allows the students to be more attentive when I teach.  However, there will be topics in the lecture that I will stress more heavily and reinforce with outside resources.  It is of great advantage to the student to write these topics down, as I test from my notes and from the book.  I reserve the right to observe/grade any in-class notes at any time.  Students will also complete various worksheets, labs, and other activities for homework points.
7. Quizzes—Quizzes will be short and given on a regular basis.  These will be over small amounts of information (ex. one section or two).  Quizzes will be given regularly to keep students up to date and also to prevent them from waiting until the night prior to a test to study!
8. Tests—Tests will also be regular, at least once every chapter or two. I feel that tests administered often benefits the students in two main ways:


1. They are responsible for much less information, and tests are frequent enough to keep information fresh in their minds.

2. More tests give more opportunities to demonstrate knowledge and also provides for more grades.

9. Grades—Grades in this course are based upon total points.  

Homework grades may range from 3 to 30 points

Quiz Grades may range from 5 to 50 points

Test grades are usually 100 points

Make-up work—One day for each day absent (Planner p.9)

It is your responsibility to ask me for missed work.  

Late work—next day 50% credit, zero after that (Planner p.35)

These are some general guidelines that are subject to change throughout the year but will give you some information on how I run my class. If you have any questions or concerns at any time, I encourage you to contact me.  I would like you to read this syllabus, sign it, and keep it in your binder/folder.  It must be signed for a ten point homework assignment.  I hope we can have a great year!
