Course Description

The geography portion of the class will require students to gain an understanding of the themes of geography, map-making, geographic features and weather patterns of the Earth. In addition, students will be made aware of various continental features, global cultures and problems that exist in the world today. 

 The second nine-week study will focus on comparing and contrasting various economic systems of the world and the interdependency of the global economy. Students will also be made aware of key economic concepts pertaining, but not limited to: scarcity, factors of production, business cycles, taxation, fiscal and monetary policy

The government portion of this class will take one full semester. Students will spend the first nine weeks comparing and contrasting various political systems of the world, analyzing the political origins of American government and identifying the basic principles of our Constitution. The second nine weeks will be devoted to an in-depth study of the American Constitution. Special attention will be devoted to analysis of the first three Articles of the Constitution and their significance on the structure and daily operations of our government. The final portion of the class will be reserved for an overview of our state government, focusing on state officials and structure of the state Constitution. Students will be required to pass the federal and state Constitution tests to fulfill this credit.
