1. Montreal is second largest French speaking city in the world

4. Montreal is most important economic center in Quebec

----1/4 of Canada’s population is here

Ontario

1. Most live in the far south of the province

2. Capital, Ottawa, is here

3. Toronto is the provincial capital and is the industrial, financial, cultural and educational center of Canada---4 million people here

4.Cities in Ontario are the fastest growing in Canada

Prairie Provinces(Wheat Belt)

1.Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Alberta are the provinces

in center of the wheat belt

2. Sas. has world’s largest deposits of potash

3. Alberta’s wealth is based on fossil fuels, particularly oil—provide oil for North America

British Columbia

1. Vancouver is third largest urban region

2. Mountains cover the province and it is isolated from the rest of Canada

3. Natural resources are trees, salmon fishing and mining industries

4. Located on the Pacific coast of Canada---participant in the Pacific Rim trade 

Canadian North

1. Yukon, Northwest Terr, and Nunavut

2. Region occupies 1/3 of land but less than 100,000 people live there 

3. Rich metals and fossil fuels(oil) have been discovered here and fresh water supplies have potential for hydroelectricity

4. People in this region are a mixture of hardy frontier people----Inuit, Native Americans and migrants from the south
