Study Skills Syllabus

The study skills classroom is designed to be a place where students can come for extra help in areas that are determined to be an educational concern.  This concern is documented on an I.E.P. and has legal adaptations that are made to accommodate the student’s learning style.


The period is a credit course, therefore, it receives a letter grade. Students are required to bring assignments to class and study.  They will participate in reviews for tests, create study guides, and work on homework.  Students are to check their grade and record it weekly in their planner and on a grade check sheet. Assignment completion in various courses will be checked on a regular basis and any unfinished or missing work will be completed and turned in unless the material is beyond the acceptable time limit. (NOTE:  Resource students are expected to follow the guidelines set forth in the handbook for work missed when absent.)  Resource students with extended time are still required to turn in their work in a timely manner and most are capable of getting daily work in on the teacher specified due date.  


If the student refuses to work or comes to class unprepared, penalties from their weekly points will be assessed.  The same applies for problems with behavior, tardiness, or disrespect.  The student will not receive points on days that they are absent.


When students say they have no work, they will be required to complete an in class worksheet that helps them to develop some skill.  This can be language, behavioral, reading comprehension, math skills, etc.  This is not optional.  


There is a total of 30 points possible during the week.  Assignment of points is based as follows:

2 points—attendance



-1 point tardy



-2 points absent

2 points—planner completed 



+1 with you on desk



+ 1 actually filled in for the day



(based on random checks)


Every Friday, student will check and record current grades

 for each class from Skyward
2 points—homework completion

You must be working on homework during study skills to get these points.
Letter grades are based on CHS grading scale in handbook.

You must provide your own calculator.  No books are to be left in the classroom (detentions will be issued).  Supplies may be purchased from the Stationery Store.  Payments to the bank will be used to replenish supplies.

Extra credit—box of Kleenex (1 per quarter) 30 points.

BEHAVIORAL PROCEDURES

Students will follow the same behavioral procedures as are in effect for the rest of the school population, unless otherwise noted on the I.E.P.  I do not allow the word phrase, or any part of “shut-up” within my classroom.  Once is a warning, twice is a detention.  

In any disciplinary action, I will first warn the student that they are conducting themselves inappropriately and that if the behavior continues a detention will be given.  The only time that a student will be removed from the room is for gross misconduct.  The student will be escorted to the principal’s office where the dean of students will be briefed on what has occurred within the classroom.
