Course Description

As the curriculum guide states, World Studies will cover a wide array of topics.  Throughout the class, we will discuss the following topics:  Ancient Greece, Rome, Medieval times, the Renaissance, the Enlightenment, the Industrial Revolution, WWI, WWII, and the Cold War.  In order to make connections between past and current events, discussion of current events will be integrated throughout this course.

This is a rigorous course where students are expected to complete writing assignments and daily homework assignments on a timely basis.  Furthermore, a large amount of work will be completed outside of class in order to devote more time to discussion of topics and explanation of assignments.

Grading

Assignments will be graded on a point system.  Letter grades will be assigned according to the CHS handbook.  Papers, tests, and special projects are worth more points than homework, quizzes, journals, seminars, and class participation, but all aspects of the course affect students’ grades at the end of the term.

Absenteeism and Tardiness

Absenteeism and tardiness will be dealt with as per the CHS handbook.  As always, consistent attendance will likely affect student success in a positive manner.

Late Work

If a student has an excused absence, he or she will be given the opportunity to complete makeup work.  If a student is absent, it is the responsibility of said student to approach the teacher to schedule a timeline for assignment completion.  Making up work is the responsibility of the student.  Otherwise, late work is dealt with as per the CHS handbook; students may receive a maximum of fifty percent credit for any late work.  Late papers will receive a one-letter grade deduction for every day they are late.

Appointment for Make-Up Work

Appointments may be made before school to complete missed quizzes, tests, or assignments.  If an appointment is made, it is the responsibility of the student to keep the appointment.  If the appointment is missed without teacher notification, the assignment will be considered late.  Therefore, once made up, the assignment can receive a maximum of half credit.

Success

To be successful in World Studies, it is imperative that students take careful notes and participate in class discussion.  It is imperative that students be willing to ask questions about concepts they may not understand.  All students will keep a World Studies notebook and turn in all assignments on time.  Students must be willing to devote outside time to reading the assigned text, completing assignments, and studying!
