AR Guidelines for 2011-2012
Quarters 2 and 4

· You will receive 10 daily participation points for having your AR book with you, reading it for the allotted time, and completing your log sheet appropriately.

· You may lose your daily 10 points for any of the following circumstances:

· Not having your AR book with you at the beginning of block

· Not having an up-to-date log sheet with you at the beginning of block and on testing days

· Working on other homework during AR time

· Talking or disrupting the quiet reading atmosphere in general

· Sleeping or daydreaming 

· Earning a bad AR  discipline report from a substitute teacher during my absence 

· The weekly grade in STI will reflect the number of reading days we have had in that week.  For example, a normal 5-day week will have a possible 50 points in STI, but a short 3-day week will have a possible 30.
· If you are absent, you must read 20 minutes outside of class as make-up work.  I will enter the make-up points when you give me a note signed by a parent, SH teacher, coach, librarian, etc. verifying that you made up the missed reading time.

· You may not take an AR test on a day when I am absent.  Furthermore, all AR tests must be taken in this classroom.  You may come in during any hour of the day, but please make the disruption as minimal as possible.
· If you check out a book from my classroom library, fill out the card with the current date (1st column), your first and last name (middle column), and your LA block number (3rd column).  File the card in the AR tray on my desk.  Cards are to be filed according to the TITLE of the book (1st important word); please place the card BEHIND the correct letter of the alphabet.

· When you have finished a book from this room, please place it in the book return basket.  Due to copy numbers on duplicate books, you should not replace the card or return it to the bookshelf.     
· You will receive a separate progress report for AR at midterm.  Refer to your most recent TOPS report for up-to-date information about your percent correct and percent of goal.
· AR counts as 30% of your quarter grade (15% for AR percent correct and 15% for AR percent of goal).
