Grading:

· Grading will be based on the district grading scale.

· Types of grades will include:

· Activities (reading, discussions, class participation*, worksheets, essays, etc.)

· Projects (group and individual)

· Quizzes (announced and unannounced)

· Tests (all announced)

· Grade calculation will be based on an average of all possible points assigned.

Homework Policy:

· For work to be accepted as full credit it must be turned in, in class on the day it is due.  
· 1st day work is late – The grade will automatically be decreased by 50%.

· 2nd day work is late – The grade will automatically become “0”.

· Timely make-up of missed assignments is very important.  Students are allowed one school day per every excused day of absence to turn in work.  If work is not completed on time, the student will get a “0” for the grade. 

· If a student misses a class, it is the responsibility of the student to obtain and complete assigned work.

· Every assignment MUST be legible – take pride in your work.

Consequences:
