JUNIOR HIGH ART STUDIO          
Overview:

This course emphasizes learning experiences which help students gain knowledge and understanding of the materials, history and fundamentals of art.  This course focuses on: Art History, Aesthetics, Art Fundamentals, Critique, Studio and Production.

Discipline:

Conference with student and instructor regarding situation in class.  Develop a solution that is agreeable to both parties that remedy the problem.  If situation continues a phone call to parent is made and an alternate plan is discussed.  Principal will be involved if the situation is not resolved.  Conference may be requested.
Classroom Rules:

1. Treat everyone in the classroom with respect.

2. Come to class prepared.

3. Be in your seat, quiet, and ready to begin class when the tardy bell rings.

4. Receive permission before asking or answering questions.

5. Follow all guidelines for various activities.

6. Food and drinks are not allowed.

7. Wait until you are dismissed and area is clean before leaving the classroom.

8. Homework for other classes may not be done during Art.

9. Handbook guidelines are observed at all times.

Detentions:

Detentions will be assigned for the following infractions:

1. Failure to follow handbook rules.                       

2. Failure to follow classroom rules.

3. Misbehaving for a substitute teacher.

4. Cheating on a test or project.

5. Repeated failure to handle attendance matters / tardies before class.

A student who blatantly misbehaves or disrespects anyone in the classroom will be removed from the classroom and sent to the office.  Handbook policy regarding disruptive student will be followed.

Grading:

Grades will be calculated upon the following criteria:

1. Studio assignments / Art production / Critiques

2. Art Books will be used: Reading assignments and worksheets to be completed

3. Classroom participation / Student folder

4. Tests and quizzes

The Unit #5 grading scale will be used.

5. Classroom participation

· Students are expected to work in studio everyday
· Homework assignments from other classes will not be permitted during art studio
· Students are expected to prepare and clean studio area
· Students are expected to participate in every activity, oral or written
· Grading:Students will receive points on projects for participation

Lack of participation: Points will be deducted from project

All work must be turned in on the due date.

Late work will only be accepted in the event of an excused absence.

Students who have excused absences must make up the work in a timely manner agreed upon by the student and teacher.  (Days missed + one additional day)

Failure to do so will result in zeros being assigned for incomplete work.

Work assigned must be completed and in my mailbox that day.  The grade for the work will be noted and lowered according to the handbook

Unexcused absence

Student will not be allowed to make up the work missed for grade.

Cheating

Students caught will receive a zero for the grade and will be subject to disciplinary action.
