AR Guidelines

2nd and 4th Quarters

1. You are expected to enter the room each day with an AR book in hand.  This means if you need to test, you will need to bring the next book you plan to start.  You may not go to the library constantly! If you fail to bring your AR book, you will lose the daily points.

2. AR will be worth 30% of your final grade.

3. We will read 20-30 minutes of the class period 5 days a week (depending on the school calendar schedule).  If you are not accomplishing enough reading during this time, the rest is homework. If we do not get to AR in class, you are still responsible for your reading at home.
4. Testing is considered a legitimate part of the reading time.  All tests are to be taken in my classroom with me and not with a substitute or another room unless previously discussed.

5. No test can be taken on a book that is not documented on your AR paper that is in my folder.  I must sign your paper before you begin the test.  

6. You must include the title, author, level, point value, and date on your sheet.

7. You receive points per day for showing up with a book in hand and reading.  THESE POINTS ADD UP!

8. Remember- even if you have met your goal, you are still responsible for bringing reading material to class for daily participation points! Free Read Friday no longer applies unless you have met your goal.
