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What does Mrs. Russell teach? For Reading and Math, I teach a combination of 5th and 6th grade students that are grouped together according to their tested ability levels for instruction. For 6th grade Social Studies/Science, I work closely with the regular education staff to insure that the students’ individual needs/differences are addressed.
