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Persuasive, Expository, 

Narrative, Poetry, and 

Creative are the forms of writing that each student will be exposed to and encouraged to develop in 5th grade.
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Grammar skills will also be

taught using the McGraw-Hill Language Arts series.  

Lessons will be reinforced with other resources as well.  

Students will be encouraged to apply these skills in their writing.

READING

The ISAT is administered in 5th grade to measure reading proficiency.  The reading curriculum will focus on literature genres, reading skills, reading strategies, vocabulary development, and literary devices.
